he hoarding of animals - we've

seen it on TV, and the cases
seem to be happening with
greater frequency. It is a serious
mental illness whereby people
“collect” animals until they have
so many that the animals begin to
suffer and die. The person cannot
care for them properly, although
they are usually delusional and
think that everything is fine. It
was just such a home that Sal the
mule found herself in, skinny,
neglected and starving.

In 2009 authorities were called
to a farm in Virginia where 65
animals were living inside a feces
and trash covered house, with 19
horses, donkeys and one mule
outside, somehow surviving with no
food, water or shelter. They removed all
the animals from the farm and charged
the owner with animal cruelty. The case
went to court, the shelter won, but then
the owner appealed, fighting to have all
of his animals returned. Currently, they
are still waiting for a judge’s ruling on
whether or not to rehear the case.

All of the dogs, horses, donkeys and
miniature horses who had been rescued
went into foster care at other
sanctuaries, rescues and horse farms.

But nobody wanted Sal.

Blind in one eye and elderly, nervous
and shy because of previous
mistreatment, Sal lived alone in a small
paddock at the shelter, waiting for
someone to love her and take her in.
For two years, she lived alone, unwanted
and forlorn.

Sal the mule

When we received a call from the
shelter this Spring, and heard of Sal’s
story we knew we needed to give her the
home that she so greatly deserved. With
our two other friendly mules Hal and
Gloria, we knew she would fit right in, so

we agreed to bring her to the
sanctuary. Sal came to live at
Poplar Spring in February of this
year, and she has settled right in.
She gets along well with the other
horses and mules, loves running
(and rolling!) in the large
pastures, and seems to be truly
happy now. Initially frightened by
any movements to touch her, she
has slowly learned to trust us and
now enjoys being petted and
brushed, and loves carrots and
apple pieces. The shelter feels
confident that the judge will
ultimately rule in their favor, and
as soon as the court case is settled
we will legally adopt Sal. She will
finally be safe and at peace, and we
will be relieved, knowing that she has
finally found a home where she will be
loved and taken care of for the rest of her
life. m

Ibert is a beautiful large rooster who

was originally rescued from a
situation where he was being starved and
neglected. He has lived at the sanctuary
for many years, and as he grew older he
could not compete with the younger and
stronger roosters in the large chicken
group he was living in. We moved him to

cockfighting raid, squeezed through the
fence, broke away from the other
roosters, and came to visit him up on the
hill. He was so excited to see her, he
danced around her, and they ran off to
peck and scratch in the grass together.
We returned her to the big chicken
group, but every day she would find a
way to escape and come to visit Albert.

Summer, where he was safe from being
picked on, but a little lonely. We let him
out to exercise and eat grass every day,
and he would stand on the hill by his
little house, looking sadly down at the
chicken barn where he had lived. One
day, his favorite girlfriend Clarisse, a
former breeder hen rescued from a

If Albert was not outside of his little
house she would wait patiently at the
door until we let him out, then the two of
them would saunter off to enjoy their
day. Though he is a little weak and
arthritic, sometimes Albert would
venture towards the chicken barn, and
they would meet in the middle. We soon
decided that Clarisse and Albert would be

pring is finally here! We

are so happy that this past
winter was much less snowy
than the previous one.
Though we had some very
cold and windy days and
nights, the animals all did
well, staying safe and warm in
their barns, and they are now
enjoying the new green grass
and milder temperatures (and
so are we!).
